4. Citizen Requests and Petitions  
Request from Ervin Wilson, 90 Canterbury Lane to address Council regarding the ADA Advisory Committee.  Mr. Wilson read a prepared report addressing ADA needs for disabled persons within the community.   He stated the ADA committee has discussed a certificate program be instituted for certain businesses in Joplin recognizing them if they show improvements in coming in compliance with ADA rules and regulations.  He further mentioned when the carnival comes to town the loss of handicap parking on Memorial parking lot becomes a problem.  And, lastly when the trolley comes to town will the route be extended to cover South and Southeast?  The Mayor said the City Manager will address these issues. 
Keenan Cortez, Chairman Public Safety Coalition requests to address Council concerning the Jasco 911 Issue.  Keenan Cortez, 413 E. 16th, stated he spent some time with the Jasper Co. sheriff and the deputy and at no time was the discussion of moving the 911 call center to Carthage ever brought up. Now Jasper Co. wants to move everything to Carthage.  Now I think we need to stand up and keep our calls here and work together.  What I call the Jasco Fiasco is about the best possible service they can get when they pick up the phone and dial 911.  It’s your responsiblity as elected officials of the city to do the best thing for the citizens of the city.  And I believe the citizens of the city of Joplin do not need their calls to go to Carthage first and go through all that you have to go through when you dial 911.  Then be placed on hold while your call is then transferred back through to Joplin.  We are now counting down wasted seconds, minutes.  It could be the difference between life and death.  And I would hate for the first citizen to suffer the loss of a loved one because of the Jasco Fiasco and have to bring suit against the city or even the county as a result.
