COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-040 - AN ORDINANCE approving a Program Services Contract Amendment by and between the State of Missouri, Department of Health, and the City of Joplin, Missouri, for the City of Joplin's Health Department to provide nutritional assistance and certain medical services in connection with the WIC Program for the contract period 2000-2001 for an increased reimbursement from Three Hundred Twenty-Seven Thousand, One Hundred Forty-Six Dollars, No Cents ($327,146.00) to Three Hundred Twenty-Eight Thousand, Forty-Eight Dollars, No Cents ($328,048.00); authorizing the City Manager to execute the same by and on behalf of the City of Joplin, Missouri; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-041 - AN ORDINANCE approving a Program Services Contract by and between the State of Missouri, Department of Health, and the City of Joplin, Missouri, dealing generally with the City's Immunization Program, for a Contract period from September 1, 2001 through August 31, 2002, and providing funding up to Twenty-Eight Thousand, One Hundred Five Dollars, No Cents ($28,105.00) for the Contract period; authorizing the City Manager to execute said Contract by and on behalf of the City of Joplin, Missouri; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-044 - AN ORDINANCE approving an Agreement for Inventory and Appraisal Services by and between the City of Joplin, Missouri, and American Appraisal Associates for a term commencing in September, 2001, and concluding no later than November 1, 2001; authorizing the City Manager to execute the same by and on behalf of the City of Joplin; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-045 - AN ORDINANCE submitting to the electors of the City of Joplin, at a Special Election on Tuesday, November 6, 2001, the question of whether the City shall impose a Capital Improvements Sales Tax of three-eighths (3/8ths) of one percent (1%) for a period of ten (10) years for the purpose of funding capital improvements, and, on the question of whether the City shall impose a sales tax of one-quarter (1/4) of one percent (1%) for a period of ten (10) years for the purpose of funding stormwater control and local parks improvements; prescribing a form of Ballot thereof, and containing an emergency clause. 

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-244 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin, through the Department of the Community Development Block Grant Program, to enter into an Agreement with R-VIII School District; authorizing the Director of the Community Development Block Grant Program to execute an Agreement for and on behalf of the City of Joplin to provide funds for improvements made to the playground at Irving Elementary School, which include purchasing and installing new playground equipment; appropriating funds for the payment of $30,000.00 from Community Development Block Grant Funds, Grant No. B-01-MC-29-0008; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-245 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City to enter into an Urban Program Agreement with the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission for proposed improvements at the intersection of Zora and Main Streets in the City of Joplin, Jasper County, Missouri; authorizing the City Manager to execute said Agreement for and on behalf of the City; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-252 - AN ORDINANCE amending the Annual Budget of the City of Joplin for the Fiscal Year 2000-2001 as adopted by Ordinance 2000-204 on October 16, 2000, to increase estimated revenues in the Transportation Assistance Fund in the amount of One Hundred Twelve Thousand Five Hundred and No Cents ($112,500) in the Transportation Assistance Fund and to increase budgeted appropriations in the amount of One Hundred Twenty-Five Thousand and No Cents ($125,000) in the Street Projects Fund for improvements at the intersection of Main Street and Zora Street; and containing an emergency clause.


COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-246 - AN ORDINANCE approving the contract with Cobble Construction in the amount of Thirteen Thousand Five Hundred Seventeen and 93/100 Dollars ($13,517.93) for the Royal Heights Sewer District No. 28 Project, providing how the cost shall be made and levied; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-249 - AN ORDINANCE establishing Royal Heights Sewer District No. 28 to serve a parcel of land in the City of Joplin, Jasper County, Missouri as shown on sewer plan 8109; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-247 - AN ORDINANCE approving the contract with Sprouls Construction in the amount of One Hundred Thirty Two Thousand Five Hundred Sixty Five and 47/100 ($132,565.47) for the 25th Street from Stephens to the City Boundary Paving Contract, providing how the cost shall be made and levied; and containing an emergency clause.
