COUNCIL BILL NO. 2004-408 - AN ORDINANCE approving a Contract by and between the State of Missouri, Department of Health and Senior Services, and the City of Joplin, Missouri, for a period from July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2005, for the amount of Six Thousand Nine Hundred Twenty-Seven Dollars and no Cents ($6,927.00), to enable the Health Department to provide mosquito surveillance services; authorizing the Director of Finance to amend the Health Department’s approved budget for the 2003-2004 Fiscal Year, and, authorizing the City Manager to execute the same by and on behalf of the City of Joplin, Missouri; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2004-409 - AN ORDINANCE approving a Program Services Contract between the Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services, and the City of Joplin Health Department, for a term commencing October 1, 2004 and running through September 30, 2005, for the amount up to Six Thousand Two Hundred Eighty-Five Dollars and no Cents ($6,285.00), to provide for sanitation inspections in child care facilities regulated by the Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services; authorizing the City Manager to execute the same by and on behalf of the City of Joplin, Missouri; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2004-410  - AN ORDINANCE approving a Program Services Contract by and between the State of Missouri, Department of Health and Senior Services, and the City of Joplin, Missouri, dealing generally with the City's Influenza/Pneumococcal Immunization Program, for a Contract period from July 1, 2004 through April 30, 2005, and providing funding up to Three Thousand One Hundred Forty Dollars and no Cents ($3,140.00), authorizing the Director of Finance to amend the Health Department’s approved budget for the 2003-2004 Fiscal Year, and, authorizing the City Manager to execute said Contract by and on behalf of the City of Joplin, Missouri; and containing an emergency clause.
