COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003-232 - AN ORDINANCE establishing grades and accepting the Plat of PATE SUBDIVISION located on the east side of Texas Avenue at the intersection of Texas Avenue and Plaza Drive in the City of Joplin, Newton County, Missouri.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003-024 - AN ORDINANCE approving a Reimbursement Agreement by and between the City of Joplin, Missouri, and The Transportation Security Administration, dealing generally with the reimbursement, subject to availability of appropriated funds, for security related law enforcement services at the Joplin Regional Airport; authorizing the City Manager to execute said Reimbursement Agreement by and on behalf of the City of Joplin; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003-026 - AN ORDINANCE approving a Development Agreement for the financing, construction, marketing, and sale of affordable homes in Edwards' Schoolview Acres Subdivision by and between City of Joplin, Corner Stone Construction, and the Joplin Housing Authority; authorizing the Director of Community Development to execute said Development Agreements by and on behalf of the City of Joplin, and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003-027 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin, Missouri to lease certain real estate of the City and the improvements located thereon; approving the sale and delivery of the City of Joplin, Missouri, Certificates of Participation, Series 2003, for the purpose of providing funds to finance the cost of acquisition of the Newman Building and costs for improvements for the City; and authorizing and approving certain documents and other actions in connection with the sale and delivery of said certificates; and containing and emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003-504 - AN ORDINANCE amending the Annual Budget of the City of Joplin for the Fiscal Year 2002-2003 as adopted by Ordinance 2002-217 on October 21, 2002, to accept proceeds of Six Million Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars and No Cents ($6,750,000.00); and to appropriate Six Million Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars and No Cents ($6,750,000.00) to acquire, construct, renovate, furnish and equip a new city hall and related projects; to fund a debt service reserve fund; and to pay all associated financing costs related to the delivery and sale of the Series 2003 Certificates; and containing an emergency clause.


COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003-028 - AN ORDINANCE approving a Lease Agreement by and between the City of Joplin, Missouri, a municipal corporation, Joplin Neighborhood Adult Literacy Action (NALA) and Joplin R-VIII School District Adult Education and Literacy (AEL); authorizing the City Manager to execute said Contract by and on behalf of the City of Joplin, Missouri; and containing an emergency clause.


COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003-214 – AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City to enter into an agreement with the Missouri Highway and Transportation Commission, which will provide Transportation Enhancement Funds as authorized in 23 U.S.C. § 101, § 104, and § 133, for the installation of period lighting between 4th Street and 8th Street along Main Street in downtown Joplin, Missouri; authorizing the City Manager to execute said Agreement for the City; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003 - 351 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin, through the Department of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, to enter into an Agreement with the Boys and Girls Club of Joplin, Inc.; authorizing the Manager of the CDBG Program to execute an Agreement for and on behalf of the City of Joplin to provide funds for a bus to provide transportation, computers to improve the delivery of services, and furniture to increase program opportunities; appropriating funds for the payment of Fifteen Thousand Nine Hundred Dollars and No Cents ($15,900.00) from Community Development Block Grant Funds, Grant No. B-03-MC-29-0008; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003 - 352 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin, through the Department of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, to enter into an Agreement with the Salvation Army; authorizing the Manager of the CDBG Program to execute an Agreement for and on behalf of the City of Joplin to provide funds for costs of computer equipment and educational materials as part of a computer literacy program; appropriating funds for the payment of Fourteen Thousand Nine Hundred Fifty Dollars and No Cents ($14,950.00) from Community Development Block Grant Funds, Grant No. B-03-MC-29-0008; and containing an emergency clause.
COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003 - 353- AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin, through the Department of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, to enter into an Agreement with the Women’s Consumer Outreach Council; authorizing the Manager of the CDBG Program to execute an Agreement for and on behalf of the City of Joplin to provide funds for the salary of a part-time director; appropriating funds for the payment of Ten Thousand Four Hundred Dollars and No Cents ($10,400.00) from Community Development Block Grant Funds, Grant No. B-03-MC-29-0008; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2003-607 - AN ORDINANCE approving an Agreement by and between Missouri Southern State University Regional Crime Laboratory, and, the City of Joplin, Missouri, providing generally for criminalistics laboratory support services for the City of Joplin Police Department during the period of July 1, 2003 through June 30, 2004; authorizing the periodic payment of up to Fifty-Eight Thousand Dollars and No Cents ($58,000.00) from Account No. 001-5503-510-5050, as and for the costs of same; authorizing the City Manager and the Chief of Police to execute said Agreement by and on behalf of the City of Joplin; and containing an emergency clause.
