COUNCIL BILL NO. 2002-264 - AN ORDINANCE approving the contract with JRB Industries, Inc., for the demolition of structure(s) and clearing of lot area located at 928 Virginia in the City of Joplin, Missouri, for the amount of Eighty-Five Thousand and no/100 Dollars ($85,000.00); providing how the cost thereof shall be paid; how the assessment thereof shall be made; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2002-266 - AN ORDINANCE approving an agreement with Clifford and Ray Halling to provide residential sanitary sewer to property located at 2059 Crow Road, authorizing the City Manager to execute said agreement for and on behalf of the City; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2002-267 - AN ORDINANCE approving the contract with Insituform Technologies USA, Inc. in the amount of Three Hundred Ninety Six Thousand, Two Hundred Eighteen Thousand and 50/100 Dollars ($396,218.50) for the Sewer Relining 2002-2 Project, in the City of Joplin, Missouri; providing how the cost shall be paid; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2002-270 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin to amend an agreement with Crawford, Murphy & Tilly, Inc., for construction engineering services for airfield lighting improvements on Runway 13/31 and for an updated signage and marking plan for the Joplin Regional Airport located in the City of Joplin, Missouri; providing how the cost shall be made and levied; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2002-271 - AN ORDINANCE approving the City of Joplin to enter into an Agreement with Allgeier, Martin & Associates, Inc. to provide professional services for the design of the Crossroads Parallel Sewer, not to exceed Three Hundred Ten Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($310,000.00) and authorizing the City Manager to execute said Agreement; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2002-607 - AN ORDINANCE amending the Annual Budget of the City of Joplin for the fiscal Year 2001-2002 as adopted by Ordinance 2001-168 on October 15, 2001, to increase appropriations in various funds for purposes approved by the City Council; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2002-608 - AN ORDINANCE providing for the Budget of the City

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2002 - 660 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the Planning and Community Development Manager to execute a Deed of Release by and on behalf of the City of Joplin to release the rights of the City to repayment of an Emergency Repairs Grant for the benefit of property known generally as 1640 West 4th Street, due to the death of the recipient; and containing an emergency clause.
