COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-255 - AN ORDINANCE approving the contract with Sprouls Construction, Inc., in the amount of One Hundred Forty-Two Thousand Dollars and no Cents ($142,000.00) for the Metal Building for M.A.P.S., providing how the cost shall be made and levied; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-263 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin, through the Department of the Community Development Block Grant Program, to enter into an Agreement with The Independent Living Center, Inc.; authorizing the Director of the Community Development Block Grant Program to execute an Agreement for and on behalf of the City of Joplin to provide funds for a home modifications program; appropriating funds for the payment of Nine Thousand Dollars and no Cents ($9,000.00) from Community Development Block Grant Funds, Grant No. B-01-MC-29-0008; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-264 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin, through the Department of the Community Development Block Grant Program, to enter into an Agreement with the Community Clinic; authorizing the Director of the Community Development Block Grant Program to execute an Agreement for and on behalf of the City of Joplin to provide funds for the costs of a new roof for their facility at 701 S. Joplin; appropriating funds for the payment of Twenty Thousand Dollars and no Cents ($23,000.00) from Community Development Block Grant Funds, Grant No. B-01-MC-29-0008; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-265 - AN ORDINANCE approving the contract with Joplin Industrial Electric in the amount of Two Hundred Twenty Nine Thousand One Hundred Sixty One and 45/100 ($229,161.45) for the 32nd and McIntosh Signalized Intersection Project providing how the cost shall be made and levied; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-266 - AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City of Joplin to enter into an Agreement with Burns & McDonnell Engineering Company, Inc., in the amount of Seventy-Five Thousand Dollars and no Cents ($75,000.00) to provide professional services for the Stormwater NPDES Phase II Permit Compliance Plan, authorizing the Director of Public Works to execute said Agreement for the City; and containing an emergency clause.

COUNCIL BILL NO. 2001-609 - AN ORDINANCE approving a Program Services Contract by and between the State of Missouri, Department of Health and Senior Services, and the City of Joplin, Missouri, for a term commencing October 1, 2001 and running through September 30, 2002, for the amount of Three Hundred Forty Three Thousand, One Hundred Eight Dollars and 

no Cents ($343,108.00), to enable the Health Department to provide nutritional assistance and education to residents of Jasper County, authorizing the City Manager to execute the same by and on behalf of the City of Joplin, Missouri; and containing an emergency clause.
