Gary Shaw stated he had received several phone calls from homeowners who lost their homes 
as a result of the tornado. The homeowners expressed concern that rebuilding might be too 
costly for those with low incomes, which would deter them from rebuilding. Mr. Shaw said 
that citizens are looking for reassurance that the City is aware of their situation and are 
hoping there might be other avenues of help for those of that income level.

Troy Bolander, Planning and Community Development Director, replied that the housing 
issue is one of 
the biggest challenges the City faces.  He said the City is looking into 
developing incentive programs that would ensure the rebuilding of safe, affordable housing.

City Manager Mark Rohr stated there are a variety of resources that citizens may be able to 
utilize in home repairs and rebuilding. He said the City is researching different means that 
could provide low interest rates on loans, opportunities to receive building materials 
through these programs, and ways to provide assistance for families who qualify as well as 
developing partnerships with various local, regional and national entities. More 
information will be forthcoming regarding these new programs. 


Mayor Woolston announced everyone is invited to a meeting at the Chamber of Commerce 
on Friday, September 9 at 9:00 am.

consulting group providing a range of economic development and disaster-related consulting 
services for the private, public and nonprofit sectors, has offered to come to Joplin.
